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Cheshire County LTA Coach Support Scheme

The LTA has a structured coaching pathway in place. This enables coaches to progress from a Level 1 LTA Assistant to developing players at an elite standard with the Level 5 Master Club Coach qualification. This structure means that coaches may progress through this pathway as far as they wish and within timescales to suit the individual coach. As each level becomes progressively more intensive, the length of the course, and therefore the costs, increase.

A Level 1 LTA Assistant is the first step on the LTA Coaching Pathway. Upon successful completion candidates will be able to assist a lead coach at any venue. The course is 2 days in duration, split over a minimum period of 3 weeks, costing approximately £275.

The Level 2 LTA Instructor qualification is the second step on the LTA Coaching Pathway. 
Upon successful completion you will be able to lead the delivery of group coaching. There are 4 days of core training and 1 day of elective, costing approximately £450.

How Can the County Help?
The County recognises that the qualifications require a high degree of commitment and also appreciates the financial obligations in paying the fees at the start of the course and loss of earnings attending the modules. The County would like to support potential coaches to develop individually and thereby increase the quality of tennis coaching for players and clubs in Cheshire. The Coach Support Scheme has been proposed to assist people with their professional development as well as motivating them to complete the course and share their new expertise across the County. Financial constraints mean that not all applicants will be successful so applications will be based on how the applicant intends to benefit players, club and County as well as themselves.

The Offer
Cheshire County LTA will pay for half of the qualification core training costs.

· 25% will be paid to the applicant when they have been successfully accepted onto and paid for the course. You must have ALL required pre-requisites for the course for funding to be paid.
· 25% will be paid to the applicant when they have successfully completed the course.
· There is no contribution to elective training, accommodation and travel costs.
· The County may ask the applicant for coaching hours to be delivered, at no cost, in lieu of the qualification costs the County has paid. 
· No financial support will be given to coaches who have previously received financial support and failed the course
· Applications must be made when you have been accepted onto the course but BEFORE the course has started. Applications cannot be made retrospectively.
